STOXX intends to announce the results of the market consultation, as well as an announcement about potential changes
to the index methodology, by October 6th, 2023.

STOXX intends to implement the potential changes resulting from this consultation with the ordinary index review in
December 2023.

Motivation for the Market Consultation

Following the public market consultation earlier this year on the reference index methodology enhancement’, combined
with client feedback, STOXX proposes to enhance the methodology of the iSTOXX Al Global Artificial Intelligence High
Dividend 30 index to ensure the index alignment to its high dividend yield objective while maintaining the high Al
exposure and stock liquidity.
